	NM SBIRT identifies and offers integrated primary care and behavioral health services to patients across the full continuum of care beginning with the at-risk population, patients experiencing mild to moderate SA/MH conditions and patients experiencing SA/MH conditions at the level of DSMIV diagnostic criteria. Patients screening “at risk” for alcohol abuse will be provided Brief Intervention (BI) Patients who experience mild to moderate MH conditions will receive the benefits of early identification and Brief Treatment (BT) to reverse any progression towards DSMIV level MH conditions.
